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PUBLIC SAFETY EQUIPMENT TO BE SHOWCASED 


The South Carolina Law Enforcement Division’s (SLED) Office of Homeland Security, South Carolina Division of State Information Technology (DSIT) and the South Carolina Department of Public Safety (SCDPS) encourages the public to learn about the specialized response vehicles and equipment that safeguards citizens during various emergency calls and disasters across the state.


This inaugural event will highlight and test equipment communications and capabilities between public safety agencies across the state in various counties including: Aiken, Anderson, Beaufort, Charleston, Dorchester, Greenwood, Lancaster, Lexington, Richland, Spartanburg and York. 


Approximately thirty local and state agencies will showcase vehicles and life-saving equipment such as: SWAT vehicles, Mobile Command Posts, National Guard and HAZMAT assets and Urban Search and Rescue equipment.

Testing such items will ensure proper use and implementation when agencies are called to assist citizens during emergency calls.


Citizens are encouraged to get an up close look at these items to learn how they will benefit from agency services.


The event will take place on October 14, 2009 at the South Carolina Department of Public Safety from 10:00 AM to 3:00 PM.


 The SC National Guard, American Red Cross, Greenwood Army Reserve Unit, Department of Health & Environmental Control (DHEC) and Motorola Incorporated will also be participating.


Major Scott Prill of SLED says, “These exercises are imperative tests of our skills and capabilities around South Carolina. First-responders including law enforcement can’t second guess themselves at the scene of a disaster or emergency. We have to be prepared. It’s better to exercise in a controlled setting before the real event happens.”


A significant number of the equipment has been purchased with the help of Homeland Security Grants and other grant funding sources.
